	2. Reports back:

2.1 Green Hustings: Not much relevant to cycling, prospective candidates were all positive about green issues.

2.2 Cyclenation conference: see separate minutes. Mainly about 20’s Plenty.

2.3 St Albans Cycle Forum: 

2.3.1 Steve reported he queried with Gina that St Albans cycle strategy had no targets. Targets published in 2007 but STACC have not seen them yet.

2.3.2 Alban Way resurfacing: Gina said no money available despite what is says in St Albans Transport Plan.

2.3.3 Cycle map nearing completion, a printed version available in council offices for 3 days consultation from next week.

2.3.4 City Vision consultation: proposed green ring, leisure and utility route. STACC expects to start actively having an input into this.

2.3.5 A414/405 cycle route. Imminent start on investigative work.

2.3.6 M10 route sounds abandoned except at Hemel end.

Steve said STACC needs list of on-going campaign projects, to keep check. John Metcalf to follow up progress.
